HSI Seizure 

 
On Friday, August 27, 2021, Cpl. Giles and members of the HSI RAC Wilmington Task 

Force, and members of the Chester County PA Narcotics Task Force wrapped up a month 

long drug investigation.

The investigation 

included several days of surveillance, controlled drug purchases, and concluded on the 

above date with the execution of the targets residence.  Below is the quantities of drugs and 

money seized. 

 
- $38,593 CASH 

- Approx. 29 ½ pounds of marijuana 

- 45 small glass jar containing Marijuana Derivatives (Wax & Rosin)
