Candidate qualifications for the office of Mayor and Council are as follows:

All Candidates must be a qualified elector of the Town of Elsmere, at least 21 years of age (Thirty (30)
years of age in the case of the Mayor) and have lived in the Town of Elsmere for at least one (1) year
(Three (3) years in the case of the Mayor) prior to April 26, 2025, is eligible to file as a candidate for the
office of Mayor or Councilperson; provided that any person elected to the office Council must, at the time
of his or her election reside in the district from which elected. Candidates may only file for one office.

All Candidates filing for office must file a certificate of intention, or a statement of organization,
establishing a campaign committee with the State Election Commissioner no later than seven days after
declaring their candidacy.
